MEMORANDUM FOR WALDORF SOCCER CLUB
FROM: WALDORF SOCCER CLUB EXECUTIVE BOARD
SUBJECT:  Policy Directive 2011-3, Uniform Policy
1. The purpose of the policy outlined in this document is to ensure teams representing the Waldorf SC (also known as “the Club” or “Club”) in area travel soccer leagues and in-house programs are outfitted appropriately.
2. The Merchandising Director will be the single point of contact for all Waldorf Soccer Club uniform issues.

3. Travel Program Uniform Policy
A. All travel teams bannered by the Waldorf Soccer Club must wear uniforms and accessories approved by the Waldorf Soccer Club Executive Board.  New teams and teams transferring to the Club will wear approved uniforms and accessories upon entry to the Club.
B. The Waldorf Soccer Club Executive Board has selected adidas uniforms and accessories as the standard travel uniform kit.  No other kits or alternate packages will be allowed.   The Board may change/adjust the approved uniform kit as it deems necessary, however due to the need for long-term consistency, the Board should only approve changes due to adidas style changes or major failure on the part of adidas.
C. Travel team uniforms (practice shirts excluded) shall be colored utilizing any combination of the Club colors of orange, black, or white.

D. The following is the Waldorf Soccer Club travel team uniform standard:

i. Existing travel teams already utilizing one of the following previous, approved uniform combinations may operate with these old uniform kits until their next team uniform purchase (i.e. single uniform purchases for players who join the team subsequent to a team uniform purchase are acceptable; replacement of a team’s entire uniform inventory with previous, approved kits is not acceptable (see paragraph 3.D.ii)).  The minimum kit order per player is 2 jerseys, 1 pair of shorts and 2 pairs of socks.  Mixing of pieces (to fabricate a complete uniform kit) from these previous, approved kits is not acceptable.
a. Adidas Libero jersey / Aquilla short combination AND adidas Copa Zone socks.
b. Adidas Tiro jersey / Nova short combination AND adidas Copa Zone socks.

c. The Club’s 2009 custom-designed adidas orange jersey, either the 2009 custom-designed adidas orange or black shorts, AND adidas Copa Zone socks.
ii. Existing travel teams purchasing complete new uniform kits (entire team) or new travel teams entering the Club will purchase the Club’s 2011 custom-designed adidas orange jersey AND custom-designed adidas white jersey, the Club’s 2011 custom-designed adidas black shorts, AND adidas Copa Zone socks.  These items are considered minimum required.  Teams may purchase additional items (i.e. extra pair of shorts) from this list as required.

iii. Beginning in the spring 2011 soccer session, every travel team player born on or after August 1, 1995 will be required to purchase approved Club practice shirts in the style and quantity specified by the Waldorf SC Executive Board (additional shirts may be purchased, as desired).  For players born on or before August 1, 1995, this requirement is optional (however, participation in any Club-sponsored training events may require use of these practice shirts).   These practice shirts are for travel players and travel coaches ONLY.

E. Optional uniform items include an adidas training suit (any warm-up training suit with black top and black bottoms with white stripes is acceptable) and/or an adidas backpack or sling bag in black.  All players will be standardized in types of optional accessories (i.e. all players on a single team will have the same style of warm-up training suit and backpack/sling bag).  Optional items are indeed optional.  However, if warm-up training suits or backpacks/sling bags will be purchased by a team, they MUST purchase adidas training suits and backpacks/sling bags.  Teams will not be allowed to purchase these items from other brands or purchase from other retailers.
F. Goalie jerseys will be adidas brand jerseys (no style type specified).  Purchase and customization of goalie jerseys will be in accordance with paragraph 3.I.  Specific brands of goalie pants and gloves are not specified.  For short requirements, see paragraph 3.D.ii.
G. New teams and teams transferring to the Club must provide a signed statement that the team intends to adopt an approved Waldorf Soccer Club travel team uniform within 14 days of acceptance into the Club.  The Waldorf Soccer Club will not allocate practice or game fields or provide league materials until the new team complies with this policy.

H. Teams must have all team uniform purchases documented and checked for accuracy by the Merchandising Director prior to placing a uniform order.  This does not include new player individual purchases, although they also must comply with this policy.

I. All Waldorf Soccer Club travel teams MUST purchase approved uniforms and accessories from the approved adidas retailer.

i. The current Club retailer is: Eurosport, The Fabled Soccer Traders (a division of Sports Endeavors, Inc.) located at 431 US 70-A East, Hillsborough, NC 27278.  The phone number is 1-800-967-8326 (x2125, Jim Kupec) and the fax number is 1-800-443-8326.  See paragraph 3.I of this directive.
ii. Eurosport will arrange all customization on all approved uniforms.  Uniform customization (to include colors, Club logos, numbers, lettering, fonts, etc.) will be standardized across all travel team uniforms by the Executive Board.  It is recommended (not mandated) teams use Eurosport for customization of optional accessories to ensure consistency.

J. All Waldorf Soccer Club travel team coaches (including assistants) MUST wear adidas apparel (to include shirts, shorts, warm-ups, khakis, outerwear, etc) at all events where they represent the Waldorf Soccer Club.  This includes league games and tournaments.  Adidas footwear is recommended, but not mandatory.
i. Exact styles of adidas coach’s apparel are not mandated here.  It is recommended that coaches take advantage of the favorable pricing they receive during their team’s buying cycle.

ii. The Club’s Director of Coaching (DOC) is also required to comply with the coach’s uniform standard above.  The DOC may be outfitted by the Club.
K. For safety reasons, absolutely no names (first or last or nicknames) are allowed on uniforms or warm ups.  EXCEPTION: Travel teams in the U14 age group and higher are allowed to have first names or nicknames on warm-ups only.  Do not place player last names on backpacks/sling bags (luggage tags are acceptable).  There are no restrictions for other information placed on backpacks/sling bags.
L. Waldorf Soccer Club travel team uniforms will not advertise a commercial product or entity.  Warm-up training suits may advertise sponsorships.

M. All Waldorf Soccer Club travel teams MUST use an adidas match soccer ball for all of their home games.
N. Failure to comply with this policy:
i. All reports of Uniform Policy violations will be forwarded to the Vice President, Travel Program for investigation.  In cases where the VP, Travel Program is directly involved in the alleged Uniform Policy violation, the President of the Club will direct another Vice President (Administration or Recreational Program) to handle the investigation and reporting to the Executive Board.
ii. The Vice President, Travel Program (see paragraph 3.N.i) will report their findings to the Executive Board for resolution.

iii. The Waldorf Soccer Club Executive Board may impose penalties on teams that fail to comply with this policy up to and including removal of Club banner.
4. Recreational Plus (RecPlus) Program Uniform Policy

The RecPlus program will utilize the uniforms selected by the Waldorf SC Executive Board.  Currently, the Club utilizes the Score uniform brand for the RecPlus program.  The current RecPlus uniform kit includes two jerseys (Austria NO. 227, one orange with black and one white with black), two shorts (Sydney NO. 117A, one black and one white) and two pairs of socks (Solid NO. 800, one black pair and one white pair).  Score will ensure the Club logo is printed on the left chest of each jersey.

5. Recreational Program Uniform Policy

The recreational program will utilize the uniforms selected by the Waldorf SC Executive Board.  Currently, the Club utilizes the Score uniform brand for the recreational program.  Registration fees in the recreational program cover the purchase of one Score jersey and a pair of playing socks.  Score will ensure the Club logo is printed on the left chest of each jersey.
